Only those that have paid to enter the tournament will be allowed to fish until the 

tournament is over. This year it is a 24 hour tournament; registration starts at 7 a.m. 

on Aug. 23 and the tournament starts at 8 a.m. - 8 a.m. on Aug. 24. Weigh in time is 

at 8 a.m. sharp; however you may weigh in anytime during the tournament if you do 

not want to stay the whole time. You may pre-register at the lake store and pay your
