Camping Season Begins May 26 
 

With camping season starting, keeping the lake a safe and 

peaceful place is a job for everyone who visits the lake. The 

SBEA lake employees work very hard to make the lake a great 

place for our members. Most of our members are great and ap-

preciate the lake and take pride in knowing they own part of a great organization. We 

are asking for your help in continuing to keep SBEA Lake a safe, clean and peaceful 

place for all members.  

In spring/early summer comes mating and nesting season for our resident geese and 

ducks. We ask that everyone walking the banks to fish please be careful where you 

step, as the nests for these birds will be hidden. Geese are very protective and territorial 

until the babies hatch. Please do not bother or chase the geese as they will defend their 

territory. Please respect the wildlife that shares your lake by keeping all hooks and fish-

ing line picked up. The hooks get caught up in the bird’s beaks and the fishing line end 

up wrapped around the birds causing great harm. 

The docks must be kept clear of obstructions at all times to facilitate safe foot traffic. 

Please do not use a rock, stone or brick on the docks and help keep the lake and adjoin-

ing area clean by properly disposing of all trash and cigarette and cigar buts (not on the 

ground to avoid any chance of fires starting). Assistance in keeping the lake, facilities, 

docks, and shore clean is greatly appreciated. No standing, rocking or horseplay in 

boats, no swimming or wading in the water  will be tolerated.  For yours and your chil-

dren’s safety, please no one under the age of 14 unattended around the water without 

adult supervision.  

Please Check With Ranger First 
 

Due to dry conditions and fire hazards, fire pits may not be allowed 

until we are out of fire danger. Check with a ranger for the status 

of pits. Fire pits will be available during camping season May 25 – 

September 3. No fire rings or fires on the ground allowed. No fires will be allowed 

until you check with the ranger for full details. SBEA has fire pits available for rent in 

the lake store as well as firewood. You cannot set up a fire pit unless approved by 

the rangers. Cost per day will be $20.00 deposit, $5.00 rental with your own fire-

wood or free rental if you purchase firewood from SBEA. Please check in with the 

lake store for a list of fire pit rules and application to sign. Absolutely no fire pits will 

be accepted on the docks or picnic areas at any time.  We now sell movie tickets for AMC, 

Derby and Regal Theatres.
